AGREEMENT

Made by and entered into as of the 

 day of 

, between the following Parties:

The Standards Institution of Israel, having its principal place of business at 42 Chaim Levanon Street, Tel Aviv, Israel, hereinafter referred to as “SII”, on the one side;

and




 having its principal place of business at 



, hereinafter referred to as “the Manufacturer”;

Hereinafter referred to as "the Parties".

WHEREAS
SII is authorized, according to the Standards Law (1953) and the Standards Regulations (Standards Mark and Supervision Mark) (1982), to operate a Standards Mark program in the State of Israel; 

WHEREAS
The Manufacturer manufactures the products listed in Annex A to this Agreement (hereinafter referred to as “the Products”);

WHEREAS
The Manufacturer has applied to the Standards Mark Board for permission to mark the said products in Annex A with the Israeli Standards Mark;

WHEREAS
The Standards Mark Board has agreed to grant the Manufacturer a license to Mark the Products with the Israeli Standards Mark on condition that SII supervises the quality and production of the products.

WHEREAS
SII is prepared to supervise the quality of the products in accordance with the procedures and conditions specified by the Standards Mark Board and the Licensing Committee subject to the regulations given in the Standards Regulations (Standards Mark and Supervision Mark) (1982).


It is therefore agreed as follows:

1. 
The products listed in Annex A to this agreement have been granted permission to be marked with the Israeli Standards Mark, and forms an integral part of this agreement.

2. 
The Manufacturer undertakes, from the date of signing this Agreement until its termination, to manufacture the Products to be exported to Israel according to the relevant Israel Standard(s) pertaining to these Products. 

3. 
The Manufacturer agrees to allow SII's representatives to test the products and assess the quality assurance system according to the conditions determined by the Standards Mark Board and SII.

4. 
The Manufacturer undertakes to maintain in his plant a quality control system approved by SII.

5. 
The Manufacturer undertakes to submit to SII an accurate technical description of the Products and their components, and to specify those parts produced by the Manufacturer. 

6.
The Manufacturer shall not make any alteration whatsoever to the Products and their components or in the production process, prior to receiving written approval for these alterations from SII.

7.
The Manufacturer shall enable SII's representative(s):

7.1
To visit the site(s) where the Products are assembled, as well as other plants which work on behalf of the Manufacturer, either in the manufacture or the assembly of the Products or its parts;


7.2
To inspect the Products and the quality assurance system.

8.
The Manufacturer shall enable and assist SII's Representative(s) to select Product samples periodically for testing, as well as materials and components used in the product's manufacture.

9.
These samples shall be provided without payment and shall be tested by SII, or their representative, in order to verify their compliance with the appropriate Israeli Standard(s). If specimens are obtained from commercial outlets, the Manufacturer shall reimburse SII for the full purchase price.  This amount shall be paid within thirty days of receipt of an invoice from SII.

10.
SII shall not be liable for any damage that may occur to the sampled products as a result of being tested or whilst in possession of SII.

11.
The Manufacturer shall remove the specimens from SII within 15 days from transmission of the Test Certificate or Test Report.  In the event of the specimens not being removed within the said 15 days, or within 30 days from the day on which a request to do so was sent by registered mail, SII shall be entitled to sell or remove them in any way it deems proper.

12.
The Manufacturer undertakes to export to Israel the Products, as listed in Annex A, bearing the Israeli Standards Mark.

13.
The Israeli Standards Mark shall serve as the Manufacturer’s endorsement that the Products bearing the Mark fully comply with the requirements of the Israel Standard(s). 

14.
The Manufacturer shall not affix the Israeli Standards Mark to Products that do not comply with the requirements of the relevant Israel Standard(s).

15.
The Manufacturer undertakes to affix to the Products, together with the Israeli Standards Mark, his name or registered trademark.

16.
The marking of the Israeli Standards Mark on his Product shall be done as specified by the Licensing Committee (see Annex B).

17.
The Manufacturer shall not transfer the Israeli Standards Mark, or labels in his possession, or granted to him by SII, to a third party, without SII’s prior written permission.

18.
The Manufacturer shall notify SII immediately and in writing of any change in ownership of the factory, or a declaration of bankruptcy, initiation of liquidation proceedings, commencement of liquidation of his business, or appointment of an Official Receiver.

19.
The Manufacturer shall neither advertise nor convey the impression in any manner whatsoever that the plant or the Products manufactured or marketed by it are under the supervision of SII, unless these relate to a Product which bears the legally valid Israeli Standards Mark.

20.
The Institution undertakes to maintain the secrecy of its findings, except for the fact that 
certification has been granted or in cases court or other authorized body issues are involved. 
In spite of the above said, it is mutually agreed that the Institution may reveal the findings if the manufacturer so requests.

21.
 In the event that SII’s tests or inspection indicate that the Products, in full or in part, are not produced or tested in compliance with the conditions specified by the Standards Mark Board and the Licensing Committee and in accordance with the terms of this Agreement, SII is authorized:

21.1
To instruct the Manufacturer to cease immediately the marketing of his Products with the Israeli Standards Mark and the Manufacturer undertakes to do so.

21.2
To decide on stricter supervision by performing type tests, other additional 
tests, or additional visits to the plant of the Manufacturer, and the Manufacturer undertakes to pay for the additional work according to SII’s fee schedule.

21.3
To rescind the license, to cease the supervision either for a specified period of time or permanently, and to instruct the Manufacturer to remove the Israeli 
Standards Mark from all the stock of Products in their possession.

22.
The license having been rescinded permanently, or its validity having expired, shall be deleted from the list of licenses.  A notice to this effect shall be published in the official Gazette of the State of Israel, as well as in two daily newspapers within a period of 30 days, unless otherwise decided by the Standards Mark Board in consideration of the relevant circumstances. The cost of these notices will be borne by the Manufacturer.

23.
Fees

23.1
The Manufacturer or his representative shall pay SII annually the sum specified in Annex A, unless advised of an amended amount by SII.

23.2
This fee must be paid by the first day of February each year.

23.3
The sum specified in Annex A constitutes payment for the inspection, supervision and tests conducted by SII on the basis of this Agreement in accordance with the procedures and conditions detailed in Annex B.

23.4
The current amount due, as specified in Annex A, is the license for the Israeli Standards Mark till 31 December 200

. 

23.5
This sum shall be paid upon signing of this Agreement or in accordance with a schedule of payments specified by SII.

23.6
The sum specified in Annex A is subject to change for one or more of the following reasons:

23.6.1
Changes in SII's fee schedule, as approved by the Ministry of Industry and Trade, becoming effective between the drawing up of this Agreement and its renewal on 1 January each year;

23.6.2
Alterations made by the Standards Mark Board and/or the Licensing Committee in the procedures and conditions detailed in Annex B;

23.6.3
Amendments in the Specifications or Standards according to which the Products are tested.

24.
Liability


The Manufacturer or his representative undertakes to indemnify SII for any claims or damages levied upon SII for Products produced by the Manufacturer not in accordance with this Agreement. The Manufacturer or his representative shall indemnify SII on their first demand for all such claims and damages.

Validity

25.1
This Agreement shall be valid from the date of signing until 31 December 200
.  

25.2
This Agreement shall be automatically renewed annually unless one of the following occurs: 

25.2.1
It is terminated by one of the Parties, by written notice 30 days in advance.

25.2.2
The Licensing Committee rescinds the license to mark the Products with the Israeli Standards mark

25.2.3
Should the Manufacturer stop importing the Products into Israel for a period exceeding 12 consecutive months, SII is entitled to cancel the license to mark the Products with the Israeli Standards Mark provided SII has given prior notification to the Manufacturer at least one 30 days in advance.

ANNEX B 

GENERAL CONDITIONS FOR GRANTING A LICENSE TO MARK PRODUCTS WITH THE STANDARDS MARK

S.M1 (Approved by the Standards Mark January 1982)

B.1.
Scope

This Document specifies the general conditions for manufacturers who are interested in receiving a license to mark their products with the Standards Marks (hereinafter, “the Mark”), and whose products have passed the preliminary test. In addition to these general conditions, the Manufacturers must abide by “the Special Conditions” (Documents SM 2), laid down from time to time by the Standards Mark Board for each plant in accordance with the Supervision Agreement which they have signed with SII and in accordance with the requirements which the Standards Mark Board may specify from time to time.

B.2 
Quality Assurance


The Manufacturer shall maintain a Quality Assurance System in his factory in accordance with “the Quality Assurance Manual” approved by the Standards Institution of Israel (hereinafter “The Manual”).


The Manufacturer shall notify SII of any change made in the Manual and must obtain its approval for such change.  Unless otherwise specified in the Special Conditions, the Quality Assurance System shall be audited twice yearly by a representative of the Quality and Certification Division, SII.

B.3 
Test Equipment

The Manufacturer shall have in his possession the test equipment detailed in the Manual.  This equipment shall be properly maintained and shall be calibrated at the frequency specified in the Manual.
B.4.
Records

The Manufacturer shall maintain a current and orderly record of the various inspections and tests performed in the factory in accordance with the instructions given in the Manual and shall enable SII's Representative to examine these records.

B.5.
Tests and Activities performed by SII's Representative


The Manufacturer shall enable SII's Representative to perform the activities of supervision, inspection, sampling and testing, as detailed in the Special Conditions.

B.6.
Product Alterations


The Manufacturer shall notify SII of any alteration in the Product, in its design, in its components and in the raw materials which he uses in their manufacture and similarly of alternations which are liable to alter the properties of the Product or its functioning compared to the Product tested and approved by SII.

B.7.
Defect products

B.7.1
In the event of the Manufacturer detecting a defect in the product or, if such defect is made known to the Manufacturer, he shall take immediately all the steps required remedying the defect and shall notify SII on this matter immediately. Until complete remedy of the defect, the Manufacturer shall cease to mark the Product with the Standards Mark and shall remove the Standards Mark from all Products located in the warehouse which do not comply with the Standard.

B.7.2
In the event of SII finding a defect in the Product, SII shall notify the Manufacturer of one or more of the following:

a.
The defect must be remedied;

b.
The Product must cease being marked with the Israeli Standards Mark until the defect is remedied;

c.
The Israeli Standards Mark must be removed from those items of the Products in the warehouse which do not comply with the Standard; and

d.
SII must be notified within 30 days (or as determined by SII) of the steps taken to remedy the defect and the results of these efforts.

B.7.3
SII, having found deficiencies in the implementation of the Manual, shall notify the Manufacturer of the deficiencies and they will be remedied within 30 days (or as determined by SII).

B.7.4
The defect found in the Product not having been repaired and/or the deficiencies in implementation of the Manual not having been remedied within the period of time specified by SII, a notification to this effect shall be sent to the Standards Mark Board.  The Board is then authorized to make a decision to rescind the license permanently or for a specified period.

B.7.5
The license having been rescinded permanently or for a specified period of time, SII shall take action in the compliance with Clause 5 (e) of the Special Conditions (or in compliance with Document SM3).

B.7.6
If the Standard which applies to the Product is an Official Standard, and the license has been rescinded for a specified period or permanently, SII shall notify the Director of Standardization of the Ministry of Industry and Trade to this effect.

B.8.
Marking with the Standards Mark


The Manufacturer shall mark the Product with a mark in accordance with the details given in the Special Conditions.
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
